� Hornbeam - Carpinus betulus 
� Black cherry – prunus padus 
� Dogwood –Cornus sanguineum 

There is a tree in our park, which is because of his age a natural monument. It is a horse chestnut -
Aesculus hipocastanum. 
In November 2008 the regeneration project of this area was made. It was under the supervision of 
conservator of monuments that provides complements of losses in the stand by planting. This 
project provides a detailed tree species, their quantity and location of plantings.
